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Instructional aids in many
forms have been utilized by
teachers to motivate students
into a deeper understanding of
the subjects being studied.

Within the last few years the
building of scale model Kkits is
coming more and more into
usage in this area.

For some time solid models
have had varied classroom
uses, primarily as exhibits.
Through them the students
familiarize themselves with all
dimensions and views of the
object related to their studies.
Although more graphic than

dimensional photograph, the
solid model can, nevertheless,
still be classed as pictorial ma-
terial, rather than as incentive
material.

The model kit, which must be
assembled, has, on the other
hand, additional virtues.

Grove Union High
School, Oregon, “brings the tac-
tile senses infto_ the learning
process. It is a rare student wh
